¥ David Norton moved, and was seconded to accept minutes of last meeting.

¥ Winnie Collins reported on the Meet the Artist reception, and thanked everyone for the food, and good at-
tendance. The next Reception will be held October 2nd.

¥  Luncheon sign-up sheet was passed around.

¥ Terry Casella gave the Treasurers report. We have had over $20,000 in sales to date, and have paid over
$14,000 to our artists. He stated sales are slowing this month and reported an increase in over-all sales
from last year.

¥ Terry also requested suggestions for the Newsletter.

¥ Jonathan Caisse reported meeting with City Maintenance for repairs on our building. Water pipes in the

auditorium will be re-done. They will be fixing plumbing and hot water heater, and repair the roof and clean
gutters. Ray Lanowy will do organize new track lighting installation in the gallery.
¥ Jonathan reiterated that we need to double-check that all the doors are locked when closing the gallery
each night.
¥ New glossy brochures are being designed and a large run will be printed for distribution around the valley
¥ We were advised to remove all our art from the gallery by May 30 and 31st, as the Gallery will close
for the summer.
¥ Karen reported Roma Bogard has had a book published, and also Elaine Cooper has published a book,
which is available on Amazon and E-Bay,
¥ Karen announced the Artists of the Month is a tie--they are Ann Deluca, and Nancy Ponn
¥ Karen introduced Lea Jenkins for the presentation of Scholarship awards to participating students. Their art
was reviewed by our jury and one student from each high school was chosen for the scholarship award.
